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Minutes of Regular Meeting
April 16, 2015
In attendance: Mary Beth Berry, Inez Brown Crouch, Doug McKenzie, Garrett Milliken, Grant Scurry, 
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 by Garrett Milliken.

I. James Island Arts Review and Approval
a. Gross income at this time:  $2,422.38.
1. $100 donation from Sam Martin’s mother should be added to this total.
2. Total is$2,522.38.
b. Total amount of the payment to all artists who choose to take it is still unknown. 
c. Once this amount is final, we can divide the gross income by seven and send out checks to our island art teachers.
d. Banks Construction (company contracted to complete the Harbor View Project) has donated $500 to James Island Pride.
e. It was moved (MB Berry), seconded (Gary Milliken) and approved by unanimous vote to use the $500 to augment the amount we will be able to give the teachers. 
f. It was moved (Gary Milliken), seconded (Inez Brown Crouch) and approved by unanimous vote to retain $300 in the James Island Pride budget.  This amount had been previously designated to support the Art Auction.  
g. Inez Brown Crouch commented that preparing a budget for the Art Auction must be done early in the planning for 2016.
h. Gary Milliken commented that costs should be capped at no more than $350 for 2016.

II. Minutes Approval
a. Minutes from the March 19 meeting had been emailed to all.
b. Minutes were approved by unanimous vote.

III. Adopt A Highway report:  Next pickup is May 2
a. Grant has talked with Smokey Oak for lunch.  Still needs to arrange a T shirt day. Coordination with Smokey Oak on lunch:  they will only provide lunch for litter pickup volunteers. 
b. Discussion:  all purchases at this point must be approved by Garrett Milliken and no purchases will be considered until the Arts Auction proceeds are distributed.
c. Doug McKenzie opened discussion of obtaining a “water buffalo.”  No one really knew where to find one, but there was general agreement that we would better support the environment by no longer purchasing plastic water bottles. 
d. Discussion:
1. Volunteers need to carry bottles with them.  Open cups will not be helpful.
2. We could provide every volunteer with a premium water bottle bearing the JI Pride logo.  Going forward we would have water available to fill these water bottles.
3. We will need to buy premiums and give aways for the Green Fair anyway.  We could just purchase additional water bottles. 
4. No vote taken.
5. Water for this cleanup will be purchased ahead of time (Gary Milliken.)

IV. Hazardous Waste Collection
1. Scheduled also for May 2.
2. MB reported that the County does not have stickers and discourages use of anything that will just become litter.
3. MB will also connect with The Messenger for publicity. DONE.
4. The PSD did not send out a newsletter this month, so we will not get that publicity.
5. Erin has designed and MB will print posters.  Samples were given at the meeting. 
6. MB will contact Mark Johnson to make sure space for the County Recycling truck will be marked out in the parking lot.  DONE 

V. Helping Hands report
1. Next service day is April 18, this coming Saturday, but it has rained all week and this service day will be rescheduled for either April 25 or on another day during the week.
2. All clients have been contacted about the rescheduling.
3. Pat and MB are working on creating a list of potential sources of volunteers and possible clients by contacting local churches.
4. MB is trying to contact the Lowcountry Senior Center to learn how to communicate our services and our need for volunteers to the people who come to the center. 

VI. New Business
a. Green Fair
1. Date of next Green Fair is Sunday, September 20.  
2. Deadline for payment of registration fee at the discounted price of $175 is June 1.
3. Staff of the Green Fair has given a verbal assurance that if we request it, we will be given a slot on the end of the row so we will have space to accommodate the two CERTS tents that we will be able to use.  
4. We will pay for registration as soon as the Art Auction is resolved.  After June 1, the payment will be $200.

b. Purchase of camera
1. Purchase of a camera for use by Anna Fludd’s History Commission was approved at the last meeting.
2. After discussion, it was determined that we lack sufficient information to make the purchase now.  We need to know what capabilities the camera should have, how it will be used and then we need to compare prices.
3. The matter of purchasing a camera was tabled until we are able to gather this information and Anna Fludd can be present.
